
 

KAYAK LAUNCH FAQ’S 

BOB BANDEL – JANUARY 2021 

 

Q. Can I launch a small boat from this area? 

A: No, this launch area is dedicated to non-motorized watercraft only. Due to the sea netting, we can not have 

any motorized watercraft launch from this site. The boat basin is still the best place for that.  

 

Q: If I am a member how do I go about reserving a spot on the kayak storage racks to store my kayak, paddle 

board or canoe for the 2021 season? 

A: Call the Ocean Beach & Bay Club office @ 732-793-3798 to secure a spot on the rack. First come, first serve so 

don’t wait.  The office will take down your name and appropriate information.  We are initially looking at 32-36 

storage racks for the 2021 season. 

You will need to download the Kayak Storage Rack Rental Agreement and the Kayak Launch Site Release of 

Liability forms, fill out and sign both and mail them to the office.  The forms are listed on this website. The 

address is listed on the forms. 

You will need to mail a $50 check to the office made out to Ocean Beach & Bay Club Inc. along with both forms. 

Once the office receives your $50 check and the both signed forms you will be issued a storage slot number and 

can begin to use once the racks have been built. 

You will be issued a Launch permit that will need to be affixed to your kayak, paddle board or canoe for the 2021 

season when you pick up your 2021 beach badges. 

You will need to provide your own chain and lock for the storage rack. 

-Since demolition of the current club house is expected to begin mid September you should plan to remove all 

kayaks, paddle boards & canoes no later than 12 September.  Should demolition be delayed for any reason we 

will notify you of an extended date. 

 

Q. What do I need to do if I am an Ocean Beach & Bay Club member and not interested in securing a spot on the 

storage rack but I just want to use the kayak launch site? 

A. You will need to mail a $10 check to the office made out to Ocean Beach & Bay Club Inc. You also need to 

download and fill out the Kayak Launch Site Release of Liability form and mail it with your check.  Address is 

Ocean Beach & Bay Club, P.O. Box 245, Lavallette, NJ 08735. 

You will be issued a Launch Permit that will need to be affixed to your kayak, paddle board or canoe for the 2021 

season when you pick up your 2021 beach badges.  

 
Q: Where do I place the kayak launch site decal on my kayak or paddle board? 
 
A: Place the decal on the front left side of your kayak or paddle board.

Q. What do I need to do if I know an Ocean Beach & Bay Club renter that is interested in using the kayak launch 

site? 

A.  The renter needs to call the Ocean Beach & Bay Club office @ 732-793-3798 to set up an appointment. They 

can pay the $10 per week fee to use the kayak launch site.  If kayak storage racks are available they can be 

rented for $25 per week for renters who are renting in Ocean Beach & Bay Club.  Ocean Beach & Bay Club 

renters who are renting for the season can pay $50 to use the kayak launch site.  Checks should be made out to 

Ocean Beach & Bay Club Inc. and they must fill out the Kayak Launch Site Release of Liability form.
